SNCC'’s Austin Pigeon placed 9th in C2 Junior Mixed 500m with Ava Carew (Senobe Aquatic Club,
Dartmouth NS) and 6th in C1 Junior Mens 500m B Finals. This was the first year for C2 Junior Mixed and K2
Junior Mixed races.

Olympic Hopes
provides athletes ages 15-17 with the opportunity to participate in the
international sprint canoe/kayak racing community. There were 797
participants from 33 countries including Australia, Canada, and Argentina.
