An effort will be 
made to balance gender equity among all Camp Counsellor positions.  The Camp Counsellors 
interact with a wide variety of individuals spanning youth and adult, as well as persons with 
disabilities and beginners to the sports of canoe, kayak, and dragon boat.  The Camp Counsellor 
position will be directly supervised by the Lead Camp counsellor.
